will be manifest in RIGHT BEHAVIOR:  Paul calls upon the Thessalonians and 
God as witness as to how they behaved toward them (10-11) 

 

A. Paul calls upon the Thessalonians and God as witness to their right behavior

B. Their right behavior manifest:  Paul calls upon the Thessalonian’s 
recollection concerning how they exhorted, encouraged and implored each of

They imparted the Word and their lives as loving spiritual parents so that they 
would walk in a manner worthy the God who called them unto His kingdom and
