1. This pleases God (20b)
2. It is right (Eph. 6:1)

3. It is dangerous, even deadly to disobey God (Eph 6:2-3)

1. A command: “Fathers, do not exasperate your children” (21a)

a) That your children may not be crushed and thus angered

B. WHAT FATHERS ARE TO DO: Nourish them in the discipline and
instruction of the Lord (Eph. 6:4b)

1. Train them in the Lord (Eph. 6:4b, Pro. 1:8, 6:20)

2. Admonish them in the Lord (6:4b)
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
