Genesis 36:1-37:1

. ESAU’S GODLESS TEMPORAL PROSPERITY IN SEED AND LAND IS
REVEALED (1-43)

A. The generations of Esau (Edom) in Canaan: Esau, his wives and sons born
to him in Canaan, depart and live in the hill country of Seir (1-8)

B. The generations of Esau (the father of the Edomite’s) in the hill country of
Seir: Land possessed and seed abounds (9-43)

1. Thisis what it is about: Esau’s descendants (the Edomite’s) in the land of
Edom (9)

2. The sons of Esau and their chiefs (10-19)

3. The sons of Seir the Horite (the inhabitants of the land) and their chiefs (20-
30)

4. The kings who reigned in Edom before Israel had kings (31-39)

5. The chiefs descended from Esau according to family local, in the land they
possessed, by their names (40-43)

. A STARK CONTRAST: Jacob by faith is a sojourner with no land or great seed
yet (37:1, Hebrews 11)
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
