bound before their eyes (23-24)

. GOD EVEN USES THE UNEXPECTED TO CAUSE US TO FEAR AND

RECOGNIZE HIS HAND IS INVOLVED IN WHAT IS HAPPENING TO US: Joseph
loads their bags and returns their money secretly, they tremble, finally
recognizing God is acting against them (25-28)
