WHAT ARE JEWISH GREAT TRIBULATION SAINTS TO DO                        
WHEN THE GREAT FINAL DECEPTION COMES UPON THEM?  

GOD’S PROTECTION FOR THOSE WHO KNOW HIM, HIS WORD & THUS HEED IT  
Matthew 24:23-31  

 
I. JESUS COMMANDS JEWISH TRIBULATION BELIEVERS IN ADVANCE NOT TO 

BELIEVE THE DECEPTION (that will come) CLAIMING THE MESSIAH HAS COME, 
because His true second coming will be unmistakable (23-28)        
A. Jesus commands Jewish believers under His protective hand to not believe the 

deception that the Christ has come already (23)  
 
 
 
 

B. Jesus gives the reason not to believe such evil: It’s the height of deception 
designed to kill you (24-25, Rev 12-13, 2Thes 2)      

 
 
 
 

C. Jesus then give His direct conclusion:  Don’t believe them, because His Coming 
will not be secretive like that, but will be visible and obvious to all (26-28) 

 
 
 
 
II. JESUS STRENGTHENS HIS COMMAND BY REVEALING THE TRUE NATURE OF HIS 

(SECOND) COMING: IMMEDIATE, VISIBLE, AND PURPOSEFUL, ushering in His 
promised earthly Kingdom (29-31) 
A. He will come immediately after the tribulation:  His coming signifies the end of the 

tribulation (29a)   
 
 
 
 

B. His coming will be unmistakable:  The heavens will be shaken and luminaries will 
not give light and then Jesus will appear (29b-30a)  

 
 
 

 
C. His Coming is directly related to His kingdom purposes: Israel will be saved and 

the remaining tribulation believers will be gathered, so as to enter into His promised 
earthly Kingdom (30b-31, ch 25) 
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
