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THE CRUCIFIXION OF KING JESUS FOR US!  
KING JESUS BEARS OUR SIN IN HIS BODY ON THE CROSS 

Matthew 27:27-50 
 
I. KING JESUS IS MOCKED BY GENTILE SOLDIERS before being led to Golgotha (27-

32, Isaiah 50:6) 
 
 
 
II. JESUS’ IDENTITY IS CONFIRMED IN ALL THE EVENTS OF HIS CRUCIFIXION:  He is 

truly the King who came to die for us (33-44) 
 

A. Fulfilling prophecy, Jesus, arriving at Golgotha, is given wine mixed with gall but 
refuses to drink (33-34, Psalm 69:21)    

 
 

B. Fulfilling prophecy, Jesus’ garments are gambled for  (35, Psalm 22:18)   
 
 

C. While being guarded, the charge against Him is put above His head: “This is Jesus the 
King of the Jews” (36-37) 

 
 

D. Fulfilling prophecy, Jesus is crucified with two robbers (38, Isaiah 53:12) 
 
 
 

E. Fulfilling prophecy, Jesus, the King and Son of God is also mocked by the Jewish 
people, leadership and robbers being crucified (39-44, Psalm 22)  

 
 
 
 
III. JESUS IS FORSAKEN BY THE FATHER AS HE BORE OUR SIN AND DIED FOR US, 

all according to the Fathers plan (45-50) 
 

A. Darkness is upon the land from noon to 3pm, as God’s judgment is poured out 
upon Jesus as He bears our sin (45) 

 
 
 

B. Jesus fulfills Psalm 22:1 crying out My God My God, Why has Thou Forsaken me, 
yet is still mocked by the crowd that should of understood (46-49)
